Near Vaughan Springs, south of Castlemaine
Organised by Nillumbik Emus Orienteering Club in association with the Victorian Orienteering Association

This event is open to all students. Everyone receives the same course and there is a mass start at 11 a.m. Teams compete (walk, jog, run) together in groups of 2-5 students to locate as many of the controls as they can in the allotted 3 hours. The course is designed to provide a genuine assessment of a student’s navigational ability; courses are set to provide multiple route choices.
Event Information
Map: Glenluce: 1:15.000, 5 metre contours, full colour. First used in 2002 for the World Masters. Glenluce presents a diverse set of technical challenges, most of the forest is open and easy to move through, but the complicated gully/spur terrain offers ample scope for the feet to move faster than the brain. Pockets of old gold workings, which require close attention to map detail, complement the other challenges. 
Location:  This forest is part of the Castlemaine Heritage Park. Melways 609 D7 VicRoads 59 F4

Directions: From Melbourne, Follow Calder Highway to Elphinstone and turn left onto the Pyrenees Highway (B180) towards Castlemaine. At Chewton turn left and travel through Fryerstown towards Vaughan. At 3-way intersection veer left with care (Event sign) and continue 2 km to the entrance of the event site. Travel Distance 125km. 
From Bendigo and Ballarat, Take Midland Highway (A300) to Campbells Creek. Turn onto Fryerstown Road and continue to a T-intersection. Turn right towards Vaughan. At 3-way intersection veer left with care (Event sign) and continue 2 km to the entrance of the event site. Travel Distance from Ballarat 95km, from Bendigo 55 km.
Format: Each member of the team will be issued with clue descriptions and a map with the controls pre-marked on it. Each team will receive a SportIdent stick to record their visits to controls. All teams start at the same time and must finish within the 3 hours. Teams that are late lose points. 
Equipment: Each competitor should take a compass, whistle, waterproof jacket, warm clothing, map protection, water and quick energy food. Each team must carry a first aid kit. 

Catering There is ample opportunity for socialising during a late lunch and presentation ceremony after the event. Soup/bread and tea/coffee, cake and fruit will be provided. Students to bring their own plate, cup and cutlery.
