Event Format This is the 15th annual Maxi which now incorporates the Inter School Challenge. Teams of 2-5 members visit as many controls as possible in the time available. Teams must stay together to visit as many controls as possible in the 3 hours. Controls are worth varying points, taking into account difficulty of navigation and distance travelled.  Instead of a control card, a team member carries a Sportident stick to record and time control visits electronically. Navigation is medium difficulty, and route choice is very important. 
Catering There is ample opportunity for socialising during a late lunch and presentation ceremony after the event. Soup/bread and tea/coffee, cake and fruit will be provided. Bring your own plate, cup and cutlery. 

Map and Area Glenluce Orienteering Map produced for the World Masters Games in 2002. Map 1:15,000 scale, 5 colours, 5 metre contours. Control sites will be pre-marked on map. Glenluce presents a diverse set of technical challenges, most of the forest is open and easy to move through, but the complicated gully/spur terrain offers ample scope for the feet to move faster than the brain. Pockets of old gold workings, which require close attention to map detail, complement the other challenges.

You may nominate more than one category for your points, e.g. a student may nominate a school and a VOA club. Note the new UltraVet category. Equipment Each competitor should take a compass, whistle, waterproof jacket, warm clothing, map protection, water and quick energy food. Each team must carry a first aid kit. 

Directions 

From Melbourne, Follow Calder Highway to Elphinstone and turn left onto the Pyrenees Highway (B180) towards Castlemaine. At Chewton turn left and travel through Fryerstown towards Vaughan. At 3-way intersection veer left with care (Event sign) and continue 2 km to the entrance of the event site. Travel Distance 125km. 
From Bendigo and Ballarat, Go along the Midland Highway (A300) to Campbells Creek. Turn onto Fryerstown Road and continue to a T-intersection. Turn right towards Vaughan. At 3-way intersection veer left with care (Event sign) and continue 2 km to the entrance of the event site. Travel Distance from Ballarat 95km, from Bendigo 55 km.
Registration opens at 9:30 am. Notify organisers of team changes and collect maps and clue sheets. The mass start will take place at 11 am. Presentations will take place at approximately 3 pm.​
